A DEFINITION OF HUMAN TRAFFICKING:

According to The Trafficking Victims Protection Act of 2000, severe forms of trafficking in
persons always include the recruitment, harboring, transportation, provision or obtaining a person
for one the following three purposes:

1. Labor or services through the use of force, fraud, or coercion, AND resulting in involuntary
servitude, peonage, debt bondage or slavery, OR

2.  Commercial sex act, through the use of force, fraud, or coercion, OR

3. If the person is under the age of 18, any commercial sex act whether or not the use of force,
fraud, or coercion is involved.

NUMBERS:
 More than 27,000,000 people are being held as slaves in the world today
 More than 200,000 of those are right here in the United States

 The U.S. State Department estimates 14,500-17,500 people are trafficked into the United
Stated annually
