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from the dean

A few weeks ago, | was rear-ended at a stop sign and
threw my back and car out of alignment. At the same
time, we were remodeling our foyer, and after tearing
down a wall, we learned that our floor was out of align-
ment.

When something’s out of alignment, nothing works
quite right. Your back hurts, your floors are uneven,
and your car sways to one side or another. It is no sur-
prise that chiropractors, carpenters, and car repair spe-
cialists know how to correct alignment. They probably

understand the metaphor employed by the prophet Amos who speaks of the plumb
line: a string with a metal weight at one end, used to test whether something is verti-
cal. The prophet Amos saw God standing beside a wall built with a plumb line, with
a plumb line in hand, using the tool as an image to show just how out of righteous
alignment were God’s people. (Amos 7:7-8)

One can’t help but notice that our national economy — financial markets, property
values, consumer credit, import/export ratios, health care, education, employment,
and federal debt — is out of alignment. We do not need a plumb line to measure it.

Even our city and region seem to be out of alignment. While we have some of the
nation’s best assets, resources and building blocks, we also have some pretty severe
and ironic problems. But with some readjustment we could put things back into plumb
and transform the cities and suburbs of Northeastern Ohio.

* For instance, Cleveland is home to some of the finest medical centers in the world,
and yet our urban population faces serious health issues. Almost 17% of our popu-
lation is at-risk for future medical problems, earning us the proud rank of #1 in the
nation, and our infant mortality rate is more than double the national average. Let’s
become one of the nation’s healthiest cities by building a partnership among our
medical centers, schools and houses of worship.

» Our unemployment rate is almost twice the nation’s average, and we have a very
low growth rate of jobs and per capita income. Moreover, we repeatedly are told
that jobs are not filled because our local workforce is unqualified. At the same time,
we sit one of the world’s most valuable natural resources with the capability of fuel-
ing the new hydrogen economy. Let’s become one of the nation’s most sustainable
cities by using fresh water in a sustainable fashion and creating a new green collar
economy.

» Cuyahoga County has approximately 17,000 foreclosed homes, roughly 4% of
our housing stock, and yet a growing numbers of immigrants, low-income families,
older adults and young adults are looking for affordable housing. Let’s become one
of the nation’s fastest growing cities by supporting the work of our community de-
velopment corporations to turn these foreclosed houses into homes again.

» We have acres upon acres of abandoned lots, malls, and brown fields, and yet not
nearly enough urban green space. Let’s become one of the nation’s greenest and
freshest cities by building upon the reputation of our metro parks to create an emer-
ald necklace of urban parks, city gardens and urban farms.

Health, employment, foreclosure and vacant are big and complicated challenges,
but they are not impossible or unsolvable. For to the prophet Amos, God promises:
“l will restore the fortunes of my people...and they shall rebuild the ruined cities and
inhabit them...” (Amos 9:13)

It is hard work, it demands a unified vision, and each of us has to do our part. To-
gether, we are called to rebuild our cities and suburbs and reinvigorate our civic
landscape, nurturing seeds that are being sowed, building upon the foundations that
are being laid, and using a plumb line as our guide. When we are willing and in-
spired to honor the Commons once again as God intends, we will flourish.

As we work to strengthen our troubled but beloved region by promoting conversa-
tion and action based a public theology of the Commons, | hope you will ponder the
metaphor of realignment. What will your part in our new vision be?
