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FUN
I think church is supposed to be fun.  After all, it’s something most of us attend 
voluntarily and without pay. And if you want this church to grow with children, 
young adults and young families, you’d better have fun.  As Dumbledore once 
said, “Youth can not know how age thinks and feels.  But old men [and I would 
add old women] are guilty if they forget what it was to be young.”
And when we think about it, Jesus, the head of our church, had fun.  Imagine his 
smile when he turned water into wine at a wedding. He teased Simon Peter over 
and over again, and he took the children unto himself as a visible sign of God’s 
realm.  I’m willing to bet that joy, delight, humor and fun were part of what got 
Jesus through the tough times of his ministry.

HEALTH
The health of the body requires intentional care and concern.  As we age, we 
learn (often the hard way) that if we simply treat our bodies like a car, and  fail to  
change the oil or get a tune-up on a regular basis, our bodies won’t keep running 
very well. So it is with the church.  If we simply treat the parish – its people, 
programs, buildings and even worship – like an old car, and fail to replenish the 
oil, rotate the tires, and replace the spark plugs, eventually it will stop running.  

GIFT
As Paul reminds us, “Each of us is given grace according to the measure of 
Christ’s gift...” All of us have differing gifts – all of which are needed to spread 
the Gospel and build up the body of Christ.  Thus says Paul, “Some [are] apos-
tles, some prophets, some evangelists, some pastors and teachers to equip the 
saints for the work of ministry.”
Baptism is our first and really our most important ordination.  With all due re-
spect to the bishop, priests and deacons present, all other ordinations pale after 
baptism. For in baptism (which since most of us were too young to remember, 
we renew at confirmation), we are called and commissioned to carry out the 
ministry of the priesthood of all believers.

FAITH
God has placed a hurting and hopeful world in the palm of your hand. It’s up 
to you to use your imagination, discern your vocation, and then be faithful to 
your calling.  The world needs you to claim an urgent and absorbing errand of 
mission and ministry, and carry it out in faith:  faith that you have enough gifts 
– time, talent and treasure; Faith that you can make a difference; and faith that 
you can keep going even when the going gets really difficult.

COURAGE
In Mark’s Gospel, the story is unfinished because the women “said nothing to 
anyone, for they were afraid.” As people of faith, you and I are called to over-
come our fears, and like Joshua, “be strong and courageous,” remembering the 
God is with us wherever we go. The world is a fearful place these days. The 
world needs the church, as an Easter community, to model courage.  But the 
only way we can walk through our fears – to cross the great waters – is to do it 
together.
The good wizard Dumbledore once said: “There are all kinds of courage.  It 
takes a great deal of courage to stand up to our enemies, but just as much to 
stand up to our friends.”  The Easter story and the all the other stories of God 
depend on all us being able to stand up to—and even next to—both our enemies 
and our friends.

THE SHACK
A DISCUSSION WITH DAUGHTERS OF THE KING

SUNDAY, MARCH 8, 12:45 PM

At its March meeting, the Daughters of the King will discuss the novel The 
Shack by William Paul Young. The book, a self-published sensation that has 
been a New York Times bestseller since last summer, tells the story of a father 
who, mourning his daughter’s death, encounters the three persons of the Trin-
ity:  God the Father as an African American woman who calls herself Papa; 
Jesus Christ as a Mideastern carpenter; and the Holy Spirit as an Asian woman 
named Sarayu. The book is available at Sacred Path, and all are welcome at the 
Daughters of the King meeting.

PREPARING FOR GENERAL CONVENTION
This summer, from July 8-17, the Episcopal Church’s General Convention will 
meet in Anaheim, California. The triennial convention is the church’s governing 
and legislative body. 
Many resolutions about the church’s mission, financing, theology and liturgy 
will come before General Convention 2009, but none has attracted as much 
attention as issues about the election of openly gay bishops and the blessing of 
same-sex unions. Here at Trinity, we are helping to prepare for General Con-
vention by supporting several advocacy groups working for full inclusion of all 
baptized people in the Episcopal Church.
Integrity is the Episcopal Church’s oldest and largest advocacy organization 
for the lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgendered community. Trinity is one of 
Integrity’s “Proud Parish Partners,” and we have made a financial contribution 
supporting the group’s work at General Convention.
The Consultation is an alliance of groups within the Episcopal Church, includ-
ing Integrity, that has advocated for justice for more than 20 years. In addition to 
working for equality, The Consultation also advocates for racial, environmental 
and economic justice and peace. Trinity has also made a financial contribution 
toward The Consultation’s work in Anaheim.
The Chicago Consultation is a group of Episcopal and Anglican bishops, clergy, 
theologians and lay people that supports the full inclusion of gay, lesbian, bi-
sexual and transgendered Christians in the Episcopal Church and the worldwide 
Anglican Communion. The group, which collaborates closely with Integrity, 
was convened after General Convention 2006 to explore new perspectives that 
support full inclusion. 
With Dean Lind’s support, late in 2008 I agreed to serve as the Chicago Consul-
tation’s communications consultant. Since then, I have been working actively 
with the group, and recently attended three days of meetings at Seabury-Western 
Theological Seminary with leaders from across the Episcopal Church. While 
my contract with the Chicago Consultation is separate from my work with Trin-
ity Cathedral, I am pleased to have an opportunity to attend General Convention 
and advocate for a vision we share—a church in which all of God’s children can 
realize the full promise of their baptism.
