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she had lived in this neighborhood, I decided to go and see the place where she 
grew up.  Expecting to find burned-out buildings on empty lots, I was stunned 
as I reached her childhood address.  There stood a new housing development, 
a new school and recreation center, and a nice supermarket.  On the very cor-
ner where my grandmother had lived almost a century earlier, were signs of 
new life, hope and rebirth—a resurrection in the heart of a distressed inner city 
neighborhood.
As I drove away, it occurred to me that, in order to make room for this new urban 
landscape, everything previously standing had to be torn down.  To create new 
vitality on this block, the old buildings and the old life that went with them had 
to give way and die.  In order for it to die, it had to decay and grow very, very 
old.  And in that process, there most certainly was pain and suffering.  But now, 
once again, that city block was alive, and was becoming a nice place to live.
I thought about my grandmother who recently had told me that she was very old 
and her body wasn’t good anymore.  She said that she was suffering and was in 
pain.  She told me that she wanted to get well again, to be her old self, and to do 
the things she used to do, but she knew it wouldn’t happen.  Then she said that 
she wanted to die but was afraid.  When I asked her, what she was afraid of, she 
didn’t answer.  She just stared off into the distance, and I felt bad for even ask-
ing.  And I wondered, was she afraid of dying?   Was she afraid of being alone 
and abandoned like those buildings in the South Bronx?  Was she afraid that 
there would be nothing on the other side of that threshold we call death?
My grandmother reminded me of Simeon and Anna, two old characters in the 
Bible. Undoubtedly, both of them had lost many friends and loved ones along 
the way, and their bodies weren’t what they once were.  They had seen a lot 
change in the world, some of which they couldn’t understand or accept.  Simeon 
and Anna hoped for “the consolation” of their people and looked for “the re-
demption” of their city.  They, like many elders, were tired but faithful sentinels, 
sitting on the sidelines, living on the edge of a new generation, waiting for their 
death, and yet, holding onto a candle of hope for the future.  And then, one day, 
they saw a newborn baby in the temple.  He probably looked like an ordinary 
baby boy, but when they looked at this child, they knew that they had found 
their salvation and had seen the face of God.  They had finally viewed the prom-
ise of the future, and now they could be relieved of their duties.  In essence, they 
had encountered new life, new hope, and were ready to die in peace.
I never knew what my grandmother was waiting for; that was something that 
only she could know.  And sitting at the deathbed of many elders, watching 
them take their last breaths, I still never know what they are waiting for.  But 
this I know in my heart, and this I believe with all of my being – there is the 
promise of eternal life.  There is a God who knows both life and death, a God 
who understands both being born and growing old, a God who has experienced 
human suffering, a God who insists that we will be not alone, even as we make 
the transition from this life to the one that follows.  
As the world seems to be shifting and changing so much, I can’t help but re-
member my grandmother, her old neighborhood, and the lesson they have to 
teach: We all sometimes have to clear away the debris of our lives so that we 
might make room for new life.  Lent is a good time to review the state of our 
physical and spiritual landscapes as we join Jesus on the journey to Jerusalem.

Twenty-five years ago, I was a seminarian in the 
South Bronx serving in an Episcopal parish in one of 
the toughest urban neighborhoods in America.  One 
winter afternoon, I was driving around enjoying the 
empty streets and the freshly fallen snow, which had 
softened the harshness of the old, neglected and dete-
riorated built environment.
I was thinking about my grandmother, a 95 year-old 
woman living in a nursing home back in Ohio.  Re-
membering her account of how, when she was young,

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NOTES FROM THE VESTRY
At its January meeting, the Vestry welcomed new member Allison Hauserman.  
The Vestry reviewed the annual meeting and agreed that the format worked 
well.  It was acknowledged that there were a few technical glitches, but, overall, 
Cathedral Hall was a good location for the annual meeting.
The Vestry elected its three officers: Patricia Roberts, Senior Warden; David 
Posteraro, Junior Warden, and Jeff Baddeley, Treasurer.  Melody Hart was ap-
pointed clerk and assistant treasurer.
The finance committee of the board of Ten Thousand Villages made a brief pre-
sentation.  The Vestry also received an update on Mather Hall.  Several private 
developers have met with the Dean to explore usage ideas for Mather Hall and 
to tour the building.  There are no current proposals for Mather Hall, but several 
may be forthcoming.
The Vestry signed the Ordination Recommendation letter for Audra Abt.
Plans were discussed for the Vestry retreat, which was subsequently held on 
February 6.  Retreat topics included governance, the culture of call project, 
committee structure and assignments, long-term financial planning, and the co-
operative roles of Vestry and Cathedral Council. The Rev. Dr. Mark Collier, 
retired president of Baldwin Wallace College, was retained to facilitate the re-
treat.

THE GOD BOX
Responding to the loss of our prayer bulletin board (which, admittedly, had seen 
better days), I asked Dean Lind if we could find some type of replacement. And, 
in her typical Dean-like way, she responded, “Why don’t you come up with an 
idea?” The result of that challenge is a new “God Box” in the east transept, sit-
ting where the old bulletin board used to be. The idea was a simple one: to have 
a place where folks could have a conversation with God.
I was introduced to the God Box concept by a friend in the Twelve Step com-
munity, where it is widely used as a way to “turn things over” to a Higher Power.  
Our box here at Trinity is designed with the same purpose in mind. Anything 
that you are carrying and need to lay down, put it in the box. Prayers, confes-
sions, and those burning questions that make you lose sleep at night—you can 
surrender them to the God Box to ease your mind.  It is a tremendous relief, as 
well as a deep act of faith, to “drop the rock” into the hands of One who is strong 
enough to carry it.
Please use this box in the knowledge that whatever you surrender to it will 
remain between you and God. No one will ever read what gets put into the 
box—the prayer ministry will periodically burn the confidential contents as an 
act of release and renewal.  It has been a tremendous privilege to serve Trinity’s 
mission in this way and I sincerely hope that the God Box can be a place of 
comfort for all who use it.
